I can also understand why people may long for the next season, especially when viewing life from winter’s perspective. However, I think we miss something good, when 
we look too eagerly to the future, to the next thing. The writer of Ecclesiastes assures us that God has made “everything beautiful in its time” (Eccl. 3:11, NIV), and that the moments and seasons of life fit into a meaningful whole, fulfilling God’s good purpose for us and with us. When I chat with my dad, he asks me about the “goings on” in my life, and I like to regale him with stories of the tasks and adventures that fill my days (some ordinary, some extraordinary). And his reply is always the same. He says, “Well, enjoy the chapter you’re in, because the chapters always change, and you’ll be in a new one before you know it.” So this winter, I’m shifting my spiritual focus to enjoying both the “weather season” as it is, and my “life season” as it is.
